REPORTS FROM LOCAL AND COMMUNITY GROUPS:-
(i) Police



PC Boulton reported to the meeting that the police have been proactive on Highways 
and advised that residents are passing on useful information to the police.

(ii) Malpas Day Centre





John Peirson spoke to the meeting about the benefits provided by the Malpas Day 


Centre.  It is held on Tuesdays and Thursdays at the Victoria Jubilee Hall.  There are a 


number of volunteers who help at the Centre.  There are approximately 25 people 


whom attend the Centre from Malpas and surrounding areas.  The recent threat of 


closure is to be discussed later this month by the Board of Trustees when a decision 

will be made about the future of the Centre.

(iii)
First Responders




Fran Lithgow-Smith, First Responder, updated the meeting of recent changes in the First Responder service.  Two volunteers have retired and another has moved away leaving only one person to cover the Malpas area.  The First Responders are looking to recruit volunteers to join the service.  There is a possibility of defibrillator equipment being made available to trained individuals in the village. 
(iv) Recreation Ground Committee

Keith Ebben, member of the Recreation Ground Committee, advised the meeting of the lump sum due to be received under the section 106 agreement from the developers of St Josephs.  The Committee has secured funding of £3,000 to part fence the junior play area with metal vandal proof fencing.  It is hoped to complete the 4th fence of the multi games area.  There is also the possibility of a skate park, depending on maintenance costs.

(v) St Oswald’s’ Church



David Brookes informed the meeting of the church’s plans to install security cameras so as the church can be left open for visitors during the day thus promoting the Church as a tourist attraction.   

(vi) Young Persons Centre


Eric Beak, Chairman of Young Persons Centre, told the meeting about the activities at the Young Persons Centre.  There are currently 35 volunteers to ensure adequate supervision.  The Centre also receives income from other sources including hiring the Centre to the PCT and Connexions.  Penny Davies has been appointed as vice-chairman of the Centre.  The Centre is looking to set up a community forum for the Broxton Ward with the objective was to share feedback, ideas and issues.
(vii) Cheshire Voluntary Action


Christine Dodd notified the meeting of the free service provided by Cheshire Voluntary Action where they provide information, advice and guidance on governance, training and policies and procedures.  They also identify funding sources and help complete funding applications.
(viii) High Street Church

Angela Beak, High Street Church, informed the meeting of the new minister at the High Street Church, Nick Cutts.  She gave a summary of the activities throughout the year including Christmas Carol service, Mothering Sunday Colour Parade for youth groups in Malpas and the giving out of Hot Cross buns in the High Street on Good Friday.
